Tires Become Sidewalks 
 

In my home town of New Rochelle, N.Y., city fathers have  
decided that trees and concrete sidewalks just don't get along. 
Tree roots kept heaving up the sidewalks and breaking them up. 

Instead of a new repaving job, New Rochelle, N.Y., is 
experimenting with a new idea that might lead to a truce 
between people and nature. The sidewalks are being replaced 
with walks made of recycled tires, a product that is supposed to 
flex as trees grow and be able to withstand cycles of freezing 
and thawing. 

The sidewalks are medium gray and resemble slate. They 
are not slippery and exceed Americans with Disabilities 
standards. 

It takes one tire to make one foot of rubber sidewalk, which 
will help reuse some of the 225 million tires disposed of in the 
U.S. every year.
